▪ For those who have served our 
Nation, our oath of office closes 
with “So help me God.”
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Commissioned Officers Oath of Office 
Oath began in 1776; last update in 1962

▪ I, do solemnly swear (or affirm) that 
I will support and defend the 
Constitution of the United States against 
all enemies, foreign and domestic;  
that I will bear true faith and allegiance to 
the same; that I take this obligation freely, 
without any mental reservation or 
purpose of evasion; and that I will well 
and faithfully discharge the duties of the 
office on which I am about to enter.  
So help me God.

Oath: All Enemies—Foreign and Domestic 
We are at war. Not a shooting war but just as deadly & we are losing.

Foreign: 
▪ Sun Tzu 500 BC: Art of War is to 

subdue the enemy without fighting 

▪ 2 PLA colonels 1999 book Unrestricted 
Warfare—a battle plan: 
▪ Compel enemy to submit to will 
▪ Less military violence—more  

political, econ, technical violence 
▪ “War is war” no limits 
▪ Intellectual property theft 
▪ Infiltrate colleges & labs 
▪ Farmland & vicinity of military 

facility land, etc. 

Domestic: 
▪ Cultural war roots in 1930s 
▪ War launched in 1960s: counter cultural 

revolution 
▪ Targets institutions: focus on education 
▪ Evolved CRT to DEI 
▪ Evidence: 

▪ Students & faculty riots; fly Hamas flags; 
burn U.S. flags 

▪ Riots: Antifa, BLM, etc. 
▪ Antisemitism rampant 
▪ Islamist/Communist mayor NYC, 

Muslim prayers Staten Island 
▪ Charlie Kirk

CRT/DEI Historical Roots 
Tracing its development in America:
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Prior to Civil War
▪ 1843 Letter from Karl Marx to Arnold Ruge:  
▪ Advanced critical philosophy 
▪ “…To obtain forgiveness for its sins, mankind needs 

only to declare them for what they are.”  (oppression) 
▪ Five years later, Marx and Engels published the 

Communist Manifesto—among key tenets: 
▪ Abolish personal property 
▪ State educates children 
▪ Class warfare: haves vs have nots 
▪ World-wide revolution 
▪ Seek utopia, classless society; gov’t provided all needs

Circa 1924, Lenin goal: “Give me just one 
generation of youth and I’ll transform the world.”

The Focus
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 Slowly Infiltrate our Society

▪ The Marxist ideological infiltration 
has affected K-12, universities, 
media and the courts  

▪“The Long March 
through the 
institutions” 
▪ Derived from Gramsci’s “war of 

position” 
▪ Inspired 1960s push by 

▪ Mao Zedong 
▪ Rudi Dutschke 
▪ Herbert Marcuse
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Wilson’s Progressivism

▪ President 1913-1921 

▪ Father of the Administrative State led by 
unelected technocrats 

▪ Lacks faith in republican self-govt "selfish, 
ignorant, timid, stubborn, or foolish” 
persons whom the "bulk of can vote” 

▪ Sees Constitution as a “living document” 

▪ Impact:  established the political and 
bureaucratic conditions for socialist 
developments under “The New Deal” and 
“The Great Society”
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Herbert Marcuse, Frankfurt 
School>1932 Columbia teachers 
college>Father of America’s New 
Left in the 1960s
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Racist Terms to 
Divide-Marxism 
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Military Leadership Diversity Commission
▪ Fall 2008 – Congressional Black Caucus gets in NDAA; 

from the final report March 2011:   
▪ “Diversity management calls for creating a culture of 

inclusion . . .  
▪ Creating this culture will involve changing the way in which 

people relate to one another within a single unit, within a 
particular military branch, and throughout the DoD.   

▪ In particular, although good diversity management rests on a 
foundation of fair treatment, it is not about treating everyone 
the same.   

▪ This can be a difficult concept to grasp, especially for leaders 
who grew up with the EO-inspired mandate to be both color 
and gender blind.  

▪ Blindness to difference, however, can lead to a culture of 
assimilation in which differences are suppressed rather than 
leveraged” (p. 18).
